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But how are they to call on one in whom they have not believed? And how are they 
to believe in one of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear without 
someone to proclaim him?  Romans 10:14 
 

I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present 
your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual 
worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of 
your minds, so that you may discern what is the will of God—what is good and           
acceptable and perfect.   Romans 12:1-3

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Session Mini Minutes for June 28, 2011  

 
The June 28, 2011 Regular Session Meeting was called to order with prayer by             
Pastor Tom Albaum at 7:01 p.m. in the church chapel.
